A federally approved Research and Demonstration
Waiver for Family Planning services

Primary objective is to prevent or delay pregnancy
and to improve the well-being of Alabama’s children
and families

Family Planning services available for eligible
women/men

First approved in 2000 and renewed by Centers for
Medicare and Medicaid (CMS) in 2017

Will expire on September 30, 2023
